Minutes of the meeting of Barton Parish Council on Thursday 26th July 2007 at BVI in the Committee Room at 7.30pm.

Present: K Proudfoot (Clerk), C Howe, A McFadzean, G Hunter (Acting Chairman) P Porteous, And County Cllr M Heseltine. A Thorogood arrived at 7.42pm)

1. Apologies. Bob Burrell-Corey, District Cllr C Dawson.

The Acting Chairman invited County Councillor Heseltine to speak first as his time was limited.

County Cllr Heseltine reported back to BPC the outcome of the site visit on Monday 23rd July 07 at 9.30am at the 30mph signage at Church Lane. Present at the site meeting were our Chairman, A Thorogood, M Heseltine, a Traffic Constable, M Woodford, I Beighton & a representative from the Sports Field Association. The Police Constable explained that a speed count had been carried out over a period of time & the evidence it presented was not sufficient to support the PC’s request for moving the 30mph signs. It was noted that from the village approach that the sign was tatty & the road markings were unclear, County Cllr Heseltine suggested that these be redone & perhaps the addition of a buffer zone as in Piercebridge though this was dismissed as statutory distance was too great from the far side of the motorway.

M Heseltine had received a letter from K Wilson outlining (Clerk copied into letter) 2 proposals.

· Amendment to the existing Pedestrian Access by the Sports Field Assoc to enlarge the existing pedestrian access to the field, but to do this they must contact the Highways office

· Provision of Additional road markings with red surfacing & enhanced SLOW markings but nothing would be done until they had word back from BPC approving such measures. It was resolved that the Clerk writes to K Wilson approving the additional road markings. Also that the Council keep a note of any incidents  & thereby build up a portfolio.
County Cllr Heseltine then went on to explain that he had been on another site visit to the footpath at East View with I Beighton.

The news had just come out that North Yorkshire would not become Unitary Council, but we would be surrounded by them on all sides & thereby perhaps isolated to a degree.

Middleton Lodge-application not to be brought before NYCC Planning & Regulatory Functions Committee before 11th Sept 07.

Finally Mr Heseltine explained the situation over the upgrade of the A1 & after the public enquiry we are awaiting the recommendations from a Govt. Minister. Wm Hague of the opinion that work will commence hopefully late summer next year. Clerk to place this information in Newsletter.
The Acting Chair thanks County Cllr Heseltine for his time and efforts on behalf of BPC & county Cllr Heseltine leaves.

Report on Glebe Close visit (item 4.3 June 07)- Cllrs Hunter & Porteous had visited the area & they showed some photos of the aforementioned hedges & fencing. -It was resolved that the two cllrs would approach the property owners involved.
Trees (item 4.5 June 07) – Survey findings- 3 more trees to be removed. This was discussed and it was resolved that the Clerk contact allarb & request an estimate for removal of trees & crown work/overhangs. P Porteous & G Hunter would carry out removal of the side shoots from the other trees.
Blocked drains Burns Depot (item 9.1 June 07)- letter sent as requested by Cllr Hunter for permission to Mr Burn to mend drain on village green. This work has been carried out though further possible problems have come to light & that the main drain on the far side of Chapel Row is blocked. The Chair had spoken with Mr West & they had discussed the ‘pond’ that forms at the bottom of Jubilee Terrace- it was resolved that the Clerk write to NYCC re the problem of surface water. Also Clerk to make a list of who’s who of contacts for Cllrs.
Stones in beck by Old Chapel (item 9.4 June 07)- resolved to check situation when beck’s water levels have fallen.
Banking- re opening of new accounts for BVI &Allotments. Resolved that Chairman will attend to opening of 3 new accounts for BVI, Allots, &Capital Funds. Also sort out signatories.
Mouchel Parkman contacted clerk re situation with Burns Depot. Mr Purkiss said he would contact Mr Burnsides solicitors to find out situation. The situation was discussed & was noted that a lot of the water problems stemmed from lack of guttering on Burns Depot- resolved that clerk contact District Cllr Dawson re problem- can it be enforced?
Car parked in front of the Wheelhouse- prevents grass cutting in that area. This was discussed & it was resolved that the Clerk investigate our powers in this situation & then write to Mr Liddle.
