Road Safety

The only evident safety issues that face
the parish is the road that runs through
Barton village. This road links the AT(M)
junction 56 with the A&6 Trunk Road
enabling users fo access Darlington.
Although the A1(M) and the A66(M)
follows the same route, this minor road
through the parish receives high levels of
traffic, particularly HGVs, creafing a
safety hazard for residents, and users of
the local school, shop and village hall
that are all located on this road. Speed
restrictions are in place as are ribbed
traffic calming at the village entrance /
exit points, but offer little protection as it
is the traffic volumes as much as the
vehicle speeds that create the safety
hazard.

At the south eastern edge of the parish is
Barton Park Services, which is a HGV
parking and services area with a fuel
station, shop and café facilities. Thisisa
particularly untidy area of the parish,
and has a high level of HGV movement
from the service areato and from the Al .

Consultafion Responses:

82% of respondents felt that there was
an issues relafing to crime and safefy
within the parish. Of the issues
highlighted those of most concern were
speeding cars (69%), Anti-social
behaviour (25%], vandalism (24%), and
Burglary (24%).

78% of respondents felf that the parish
would benefit from areas of fraffic
calming. The area highlighted in most
need is Silver Street running through
Bartonvillage.

Respondents felt that Church Lane,
Blind Lane, Silver Garth and Church
Meadows would benefit from improved
streetlighting.
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Young People

The issue of young people is a recurring
point throughout the responses received
from households across the A1 Corridor.
The comments ranged from residents
voicing opinion on the lack of facilities
and activities for children and young
people; to a concem from some
sections of the local community about
the perception of anti-social behaviour
fromyoung people.

A number of comments were received
regarding the congregation of young
people. One resident felt that police
patrols would solve this problem.
However, this isn't necessarily the most
productive use of resources, and nor
does it assist in drawing together a
community if one group of people feel
ostracised or harassed. One
respondent felt that if there were more
facilities for young people then
vandalism would be reduced, and this
would also give them pride in looking
after their own facility.

Risedale Youth Club is the nearest facility
offering activities and services to young
people. The Club is held withina modemn
cenfre and contains an IT suite,
photography equipment, satellite TV, a
coffee bar, a sports hall, pool/snooker
tables and video equipment. In addition
to this equipment the cenfre runs a
range of workshops and activities
including IT courses, Hovercraft building,
Pop Idol, skateboarding & blading,
dance, football, and motorcycle
project. The centre is open Tuesday to
Thursday evenings and Saturday. In
addition to the in-house facilities the
centre also has two minibuses that
provide a pick up and drop off service.
But unfortunately this only covers the
parishes of Tunstall and Catterick within
the A1 Corridor.

A facility such as the Risedale Youth Club
is what is needed within the A1 Corridor.
Yet to enable such a project to receive
community support, the benefits of such
a facility must be publicised. Many
people perceive young people as
troublesome gangs loitering on street
corners. This is a perception that needs
to change; young people will always
congregate yet by providing an area for
them to congregate, such as the facility
provided af Risedale, they can entertain
themselves without disturbing other
residents. In addition to receiving
community wide support, in order for
such afacility fo be successful the areas
young people must be involved in the
development of a project from the
outset.

Overall there does appear to be a
consensus that the lack of facilities does
need addressing, whether this is through
the provision of transport to already
established venues and activities in the
wider area, or whether there is a need to
look at providing entertainment within
the Parish.

Quesfionnaire Responses:

Of those that responded 42% felt that
there where not enough facilities for the
young people. It was felt that toimprove
this recreation facilities [33%),
skatepark (25%), youth groups (24%),
music & Arfs Facilities {19%), andfor a
youth centre with transport provision
[16%) should be provided.
